Neuropsychology is the study of brain-behaviour
relationships. Classical Neuropsychology was developed
from scientific investigations on head injury casualties
from the two world wars.  Modern Clinical
Neuropsychology is based on examination and treatment
of patients with various neurological disorders,
neurosurgical procedures, neuropsychiatric conditions,
and neurorehabilitative interventions. This presentation
introduces the basic rationale and structure of a clinical
neuropsychological examination in a tertiary medical
institution, with case examples to illustrate the complexity
of cognitive test interpretation and diagnostic case
formulation.
